In Revelation 11:15 when the seventh angel sounds 

his trumpet loud voices in Heaven declare that òthe 

kingdom of the world has become the Kingdom of 

our Lord.ó (Rev 11:15b NASB)  This statement is 

indicating that the kingdom of the world (Satanõs) 

has already become Godõs.  The Greek reveals that 

it is a fact that Satanõs kingdom has already fully 

become Godõs.  Yet the world we live in is currently 

not subjected fully to God therefore we are in a 

world that is currently and actively transferring from 

Satanõs rule to Godõs.  It will one day be fully Godõs 

but as of now we are still transforming into a 

world where Godõs Kingdom rule will be fully 

established.  For many of you this is Sunday 

School 101 yet this is a premise on which our 

KingdomLife Batangas ministry is being built. 
  

The òFocal Pointó of ministry for Action 

International Ministries (ACTION, ACTION 

Philippines, ACTION U.S.A., etc.) is òChildren in 

Need.ó   For ACTION Philippines òChildren in 

Needó has primarily meant the òStreet Childrenó 

of Manila.  Here in Batangas our òChildren in 

Needó are made up from several different sub-

cultural groups.  We have Muslim tribal's who 

wander around and as a tribe beg for alms.    We 

also have communities of migrants who are here

A good friend of mine once explained that 

capitalism was simply ògreed regulatedó.  His 

argument was solid and made sense, but I am not 

expert.  Recently I read in a leading international 

news magazine that the economic crisis that began 

this Fall was the result of deregulation of the 

banking industry beginning as far back as the 1970õs.  

Again I am not an expert but the article was well 

written and followed itself logically. What I see once 

we combine these two different ideas is regulated 

greed deregulated.  Now what are we left with?  

Greed!  "No one can serve two masters; for either 

he will hate the one and love the other, or he will 

be devoted to one and despise the other. You 

cannot serve God and wealth".  (Matthew 6:24 

NASB) 
 

In our October team meeting the field director for 

ACTION Philippines admonished us to minister to 

you our supporters. We do so by standing firm in 

our faith and not be shaken 

trusting in the sovereignty 

of God.  Then as you our 

supporter see us who òlive 

by faithó stand strong then 

you the supporters will 

draw strength.  Now that 

makes sense!!!  òDo 

not worry then, saying, 

ôWhat will we eat?õ or 

ôWhat will we drink?õ or 

ôWhat will we wear for 

clothing?õ  For the Gentiles 

eagerly seek all these things; 

for your heavenly Father 
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knows that you need all these things.  But seek first 

His kingdom and His righteousness, and all these 

things will be added to you."  (Matthew 6:31-33 

NASB) 
 

Since I joined ACTION in March of 2007 I have had 

on average an 86% support level.  I am very pleased 

with that.  Though this number does reflect the low 

end of the budget that I presented (excluding 

Working Funds, all my work funds are currently paid 

out of Salary) nevertheless I am still very pleased.  

Since I joined ACTION I have lost some supporters.  

My contractors and realtors are now gone 

(understandably so), the single ladies who supported 

me are now gone (I am a little dumbfounded over this 

one), and a few others mainly because of family crisis 

or retirement/relocation.  Yet on my last furlough I 

did manage to pick up a few new supporters.  God 

has proven Himself faithful in caring for our needs. 
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seeking employment.  We have rural farming communities who cannot afford to modernize and who cannot produce their farmed goods at the 

lower prices of the modernized farms thus unemployment is high.  We have squatter communities that are forming near the new international port 

as the government is shifting all international port operations out of Manila here to Batangas so as to decongest the city.  It does not take long to 

look around and find òChildren in Needó when about half of the nation lives in poverty. 
  

 KingdomLife Batangas is in the process of forming The KingdomLife Network.  The KingdomLife Network is a ministry network working towards 

the goal of ministering to Children in Need by evangelism, discipleship, and development.  The network will be comprised of various churches who 

are willing in their own way to work towards a common goal.  ACTION Philippines, working through you and I, will attempt to contribute to the 

network benefits that will assist churches in working towards the common goal.  I will work at raising the funds to sponsor: 
  

¶ Up to 12 òFish & Breadó feeding programs a year where three meals a week will be provided for up to 50 malnourished children for a duration of 

six months per feeding site.  During the six month period the hosting church will be required to conduct two evangelistic outreaches where 

the gospel will be proclaimed publicly. 

¶ Up to 24 outreaches a year working in conjunction with the Fish & Bread feedings. 

¶ Up to four KingdomLife Conferences a year where KingdomLife Network participants will glean solid teaching from international speakers that 

ACTION mobilizes for short-term missions.  At the KingdomLife Conferences ACTION will also distribute books from ACTIONõs BookShare 

program and news regarding the state of the KingdomLife Network. 

¶ Up to two evangelistic youth camps a year for children who participated in one of the Fish & Bread feedings or are being evangelized by a church 

participating in the KingdomLife Network. 
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BookShare 
(A Ministry of Action International Ministries)  

 

One of the situations you will find in places like the Philippines is a lack of quality biblical resource materials. If they are available they are often 

imported and therefore expensive.  To help address this need one of the ministries of ACTION is called BookShare in which we locally print sets 

of evangelical theological books, or we acquire other books produced by other missions such as OMF, and distribute them to needy pastors and 

Christian workers at low-cost.  Here  in Batangas I distribute BookShare books at our KingdomLife Conferences, the price being set within the 

subsidized conference fees. 
 

At present ACTION is printing  BookShare set #43 which in the U.S. would be valued at $73.  This set has 3 commentaries: Exploring the Bible 

by R. Laird Harris, Genesis by Kent Hughes, and Proverbs by Charles Bridges. ACTION is facilitating the typesetting and printing of 2,000 sets at 

only $9 for each set.  These will by-and-large be distributed at $5.00 a set.  If you would like to help offset the cost of this set, or any future sets, 

then contact the ACTION U.S.A. office at 425.775.4800 or email at info@actionusa.org; otherwise a percentage of your gifts designated 

KingdomLife Batangas is budgeted for use in this ministry.
